ONGOING, THROUGHOUT THE YEAR 

 

The ArtsMatter:  There’s a lot going on at the school in the visual and performing arts.  Want to get involved?  Sell 

tickets, sew costumes, paint scenery, choreograph dances, the sky is the limit!

Coffee Cart:  Second Wednesday of every month, deliver coffee and muffins to teachers. (1 ½ hours commitment) 

 

Concession Stand during Home Games and Meets:  Our Concession Stand volunteers will sell drinks and snacks, 

hand out sports schedules and help support the Seacrest Booster Club.   

 

Greeters at School Events:  Do you enjoy meeting and speaking with people?  We would love to enlist your help at 

selected school events throughout the year. 

 

Health Clinic:  We would like to establish a list of qualified registered nurses, who would be available to work in the 

clinic in the absence of our school nurse. A current Florida nursing license and CPR/AED certification is required.
